Don't
write “any” unless you know that you truly will be happy to play any of the
characters. A great deal of thought goes into casting not just the individual parts,
but into casting the ensemble as they work together. If there are characters you
would not play, please list that as well.

 List ALL your conflicts, including the times of your everyday commitments like
work and church. We will be crafting our rehearsal schedule based on the conflicts
of the cast we choose. Conflicts presented after casting will be considered a
forfeiture of the role.

WHAT TO EXPECT AT AUDITIONS & CALLBACKS: During auditions, actors will be
provided an opportunity to work with an accompanist in small groups to practice their
vocal selection. Then, each actor will perform their vocal selection individually for the
casting committee.
